A set of activities is developed with the aim of identifying and promoting partnerships in ICT research & potential cooperation 
projects between the sub-Saharan, Caribbean and European ICT communities. 

What is FP7?

FP7 stands for “the Seventh Framework Programme of the European 
Community for research, technological development and demonstra-
tion activities”. The Framework Programmes (FPs) have been the main 
financial tools through which the European Union supports research 
and development activities covering almost all scientific disciplines. FPs 
have been implemented since 1984 and cover a period of five years with 
the last year of one FP and the first year of the following FP overlapping. 
FP7 will, however, run for seven years (2007-2013) with a Community 
financial participation of around € 50,000 million for the period. It is desi-
gned to build on the achievements of its predecessor towards the crea-
tion of the European Research Area (ERA), and carry it further towards 
the development of the knowledge economy and society in Europe.

What about ICT in FP7?

ICT (Information and Communication Technologies) is one of the the-
mes of the FP7 Specific Programme “Cooperation” with a budget of 
around € 9,000 million over the period 2007-2013. Priorities for ICT in 
FP7 have been identified by the European Commission and detailed 
in particular in the ICT work programme.

How to participate?

Organisations are invited to submit cooperation projects for funding 
only when a call for proposals is published. For the ICT theme, the 
planning of such calls, the priorities to be addressed, and the criteria 
used for evaluating the proposals submitted in response to these calls 
are detailed in the ICT Work Programme.
