2 MEETINGS AND CONFERENCES ATTENDED

Challenges and Opportunities in Aquaculture Conference Ambo University, Ambo, Ethiopia, May
2009

Will Leschen attended the above conference, set up an exhibition stall and gave a presentation in order
to further disseminate the SARNISSAnetwork into Eastern Africa. Participants were mainly from Ethiopia
however attendees and speakers also came from Ngeria, Uganda, Kenya, India, Italy FAO, and the
United States. Other than presentations there was also a session on the development of the new MSc in
Fisheries and Aquaculture which Ambo is developing with a start date of Sept 09.

As well as the Conference Will also visited rural fish farmers, as well as the Govt Aquaculture Research
Station at Sebeta, and Ambo University's research fish ponds. As a result of the conference and other




associated visits 27 new stakeholders(including researchers, fish farmers, NGOS, andgovt sector) were
subscribed to the sarnissa network.

SARNISSA gained an extra foothold in Tanzania when poject partner Dr Gareth Richards of CABI
attended the Combating Hunger and Rural Poverty through increasing Access to Knowledge Seminar at

the University of Dar Es Salaam, Tanzania on the 12" June 09. The Seminar was facilitated by IFAD,
CABI and COSTECH (Tanzania Commission for Science and Technology)

Participants came from Dar es Salaam, Kilimanjaro, Kilossa, Mbeya, Morogoro, and Tanga. These included
an NGO consultant on food and nutrition, fisheries/aquaculture researchers, fisheries officers and
technologists, and a fish and shellfish trader.

The seminar included discussions on expectations and impressias of the Aquaculture Compendium
before and after a series of training sessions and a presentation on SARNISSA. The information tool was
seen as a very useful resource that did, however, require improvement in searchability and enhancement
of information o f relevance to Tanzaniai both of these issues will be addressed through the auspices of
SARNISSA. There was great enthusiasm for the SARNISSA projectwww.sarnissa.org) and 13 of the
participants signed up to be added to the SARNISSA stakeholder database. Three said that they would
also be interested in writing case studies for the Compendium to be added as part of the SARNISSA
project to make sure that Tanzania is well represented in the future versions of the encyclopaedic
resource.
